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CONSTELLATION AIMS TO REOPEN THREE MILE ISLAND,
PENNSYLVANIANS VOICE LOUD OPPOSITION

Alexandria, VA—Constellation Energy, one of the world’s biggest so-called “clean energy” companies and proponent of woke Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (DEI) is planning to reopen Three Mile Island nuclear plant.

“The people of Pennsylvania are vocally protesting this move, given the age of Three Mile Island, and the cost of maintaining it,” said Craig Shirley, Chairman of Citizens for the Republic.

According to a recent survey from Susquehanna Polling and Research, fifty-nine percent (59%) of Pennsylvanians oppose nuclear power in their community.  Fitty-two (52%) percent of Pennsylvanians oppose subsidies for nuclear energy.

Perhaps most interesting to elected officials, a total of forty-nine percent (49%) of Pennsylvanians indicated they are less likely to vote for a state official who supports nuclear subsidies.  

Big Nuclear companies such as Constellation and FirstEnergy are eager to run fossil fuel companies out of business.  They want to charge more for energy delivery and are seeking to “de-carbonize” the economy.  Both of these companies have benefited from billions of dollars in subsidies under the Inflation Reduction Act.

Corruption and bribery have been tactics used by nuclear companies to advance their political interests.  Commonwealth Edison (ComEd) entered into a plea agreement with the U.S. Attorney in Illinois, to defer prosecution for three years on a charge of bribery of the state legislature.  In 2020, the former Speaker of the Ohio House of Representatives and the former chairman of the Ohio Republican Party were convicted of taking $60 million in bribes for granting FirstEnergy $1.3 billion in benefits under House Bill 6.  FirstEnergy was fined $230 billion.
